
The Reverend Father Travis Alan Province, ssc 
 
Father Province began his service as Rector of St Matthias’ in September 2025. As 
the Rector, he serves as the lead priest in the parish and sets the tone and vision for 
all aspects of the parish’s ministry.  
 
His undergraduate studies were at Texas A&M University, where he earned a 
Bachelor of Science degree in Political Science, along with a Certificate in 
Advanced International Affairs from the Bush School. He was a member of the 
Corps of Cadets and served as a cadet chaplain.  
 
He also served in the Marine Corps, being honorably discharged in 2012.  
 
He went on to take a Master of Theological Studies, summa cum laude, from 
Southern Methodist University. After discerning a call to the priesthood, he attended 
Nashotah House Theological Seminary in Delafield, Wisconsin.  
 
Father Province was ordained to the Diaconate and then Priesthood in 2022, first 
serving as Curate at St Laurence Church in Southlake, TX. He was then called to 
serve as the Benefits Administrator for the Diocese of Fort Worth and an Assisting 
Priest at Christ the King Church in Fort Worth. He served in those roles until he was 
called to St Matthias’ to serve as the fifth Rector in the parish’s history.
